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LODGE PARTICIPATION AWARD

Each year the lodge issues a special lodge patch which indicates that you have been an active and supporting member of our lodge. The patch will
have a distinctive border (usually silver or gold mylar) and the wording will include the year that the award was earned. A limited number of these
patches will be made for each year using the following formula: two times (2x) the total number actually earned. At least 100 additional patches shall
be made.. The additional patches are to meet the needs and rights of collectors and will be priced at double the normal amount. Those earning the
award will have first option of purchasing additional patches, the first of which shall be at normal price. 1n addition, at least 50 of the additional
patches will be made available for a one-time sale to unearned members beginning on the date of formal awarding and ending 30 days thereafter.

To earn this award, each member must compl ete those requirements indicated by an asterisk (*) and accumulate at least 50 pointsin at least eight (8)
of the categories listed. The points must be earned Jan 1 thru Dec 31 of the year indicated on the patch.

Ordeal membersinducted in June or later of the current year can earn this patch by accumulating at least 50 point-, in at least six (6) of the categories
listed. The points must be earned June | thru Dec 31 of the year indicated on the patch. (asterisk items not required)
